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The President’s Message

The disappointment over a lack of a Cost of Living
Adjustment next year has been tempered slightly by
the news that there will still be a minor raise ofl%
of the first $18,000 of their pensions or $15 per
month starting with the end of September check.

Because of low inflation, most seniors did not give
much thought to the affect on Part B premiums
they'll pay in 2010 for physicians and other
outpatient services. That is because the adjustmersgt

usually more than enough to cover the higher Mediaga premium.

Fortunately three out of four Medicare beneficiaries are protected by a “hold harmless”
provision in the law that ensures that their Medicae premiums won’t go up any more
than their social security benefits.

This means they will pay the same $96.40 per monthey do now. But 25% will pay
more which includes higher-income beneficiaries whse modified adjusted gross income
exceeds $85,000 for individuals or $179,000 for qules in 2009.

The 25% also includes new enrollees who didn't c@tt social security benefits or
weren’t covered under Part B a year earlier and lowincome individuals whose Part B
premiums are paid by Medicaid

At the present time, while still under attack, Medcare Part B reimbursement and the
VSF payment in December appear to be safe from tHmudget ax!

Pension Funds Divest From 2 Firms Doing Business

With Iran

The city's five pension funds will divest themselh& of
$10.8 million in holdings in two companies that d
business with Iran, City Comptroller William C.

Charles E. Schumer a
Congressman Anthony Weiner announced July 19.

The Comptroller has asked the trustees of the fiveity
pension funds to promptly adopt resolutions for th
phased divestment of more than $141 million worth fi
holdings in eight other companies with substantialies tc
Iran. "Our responsibility to protect retiree asset
requires our constant pursuit of the highest standals of
corporate responsibility at companies in which w
invest,” Mr. Thompson said. "The decision to dives

In addtion, he has recommende
that the boards promptly adopt resolutions authorizng the phased liquidation o
investments in Petrol Brasil&ro, Samsung Engineering, Inpex, OMV, Sinope
China National Offshore Oil Corporation, Wartsila and Repsol SA, all of whicl
have significant ties to Iran.

TEARS TO SMILES: the Connolly

and chaos of Sept. 11, 2001, two FDNY
brothers -- one on his first day on the

job -- feared they might never see each

other again.

"He was lost, and | was lost,” said
Patrick Connolly, 39, recalling the
horrifying moments following the
collapse of the north tower, when he
and his brother, Brian, became
separated. "He thought | was dead, and
| thought he was dead," Brian said.

Brian, 43, who had served as an NYPD cop for 11 yea rs before his stint as a
firefighter, knew his younger brother was facing th e toughest test he would ever
have to endure.

"Nine-eleven was his [Patrick's] first day out, and he saw a lot of destruction and
death that day," said Brian, who rejoined the NYPD in 2002 and is now a lieutenant
assigned to the 9th Precinct in the East Village.

"But he regrouped, went back and worked hard and st udied hard." And
yesterday, Brian Connolly stood proudly with him ag ain as Patrick received his
lieutenant's bars at an FDNY ceremony on Randall’s Island.

The newly promoted officer was joined at the celebr  ation by parents Matty and
Bridget, his wife, Kristen, and his 3-year-old daug hter, Savana, as well as 25
members of Ladder Co. 16, the East 67th Street fire  house where he is assigned.

But for Patrick, it was Brian's presence that made the day extra special.

"Having my brother there at the ceremony, eight yea  rs later -- after the worst day
of our lives and the lives of everyone in New York -- having him there was nice,"
Patrick said. On Sept. 10, 2001, Patrick, just a p robie at the time, had stopped by
his firehouse to introduce himself.

He expected to start working in three days, but the following day, when the World
Trade Center was attacked, Patrick rushed in and me t up with his brother, then
assigned to Ladder Co. 17, in The Bronx.

They both were briefly trapped in the rubble, and w  hen they finally got out and
saw each other, "it felt at first like we were the only ones alive," Brian said.

City Comptroller Bill Thompson won the mayoral
endorsement of the city's largest municipal labor
union after telling its officials he's open to a change
in the state's Taylor Law -- the tough statute that bars
strikes by public employees.

"The frequency and protracted nature of many recent
disputes is an obvious indicator that the law and its
accompanying mechanisms may be in need of some
adjustment or reform,” Thompson wrote in a
guestionnaire all mayoral contenders were given by
District Council 37. Thompson, the presumptive
Democratic nominee for mayor, has declined to
release his answers to the questionnaire, which
gueried the candidates on 29 labor and political
issues.

campaign spokesman, said Thompson's stance
"raises serious questions about what his position was
on the MTA strike and what he would do as mayor if
there was another transit strike."

DC 37 last week endorsed Thompson over Bloomberg, who pushed for hefty Taylor Law fines when transit
workers staged an illegal walkout in 2005. Anne Fenton, Thompson's campaigh spokeswoman, said he
was referring to the section of the 1967 law that requires binding arbitration, not the part that outlaws
strikes.

The differences between Bloomberg and Thompson in their questionnaire answers were notable. The
mayor declared his support for the law, saying it was "created to protect the public." He pointed out that in
cases of a contract deadlock; the law requires binding arbitration, a provision that does not exist in the
private sector. Thompson stressed that the law provides important protections -- but he focused not on
safeguarding the public, but on the rights it gives public employees to organize and be represented by
unions. Bloomberg said his door "remains open to discussing how we can make improvements." An aide
said that was intended to signal only that the mayor's door is always open. Thompson went considerably
further. "I am not, however, averse to revisions that could improve the administration of the Taylor Law,"
the comptroller said. "l also feel we need to consider alternative means for dispute resolution.”

Fenton said that was a reference to the arbitration requirement, which Thompson argued favors the
government over the unions. "We can no longer tolerate a system that allows one side to stay away from
the bargaining table without consequences," she said.

"Arbitration is not the answer. The Taylor Law wiastituted to promote negotiations, not set upysfuhctional
system whereby so many contracts are forced settitsresulting from binding arbitration." The nexayor could
lend his political weight to try to alter the lalyt the decision would ultimately be up to Albany.
