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The President’s Message 
 
There was another excellent turnout at our 
March meeting. Those who failed to attend 
missed two very informative lectures on 
financial and estate planning. Decisions on 
HR218 were discussed and the NYPD attitude 
declining to accept NYPD retirees in the 
program was again mentioned. The recent 
decision of the IRS on Disability Pensions was 
confirmed. Those who retired on or after 

January 2009 will pay only a slight amount.  
 
Basically the IRS and the city reached agreement to forego any penalty on 
retirees prior to 2009 who failed to get 1099’s and the status of income tax 
exemption will remain the same. 
 
There is a little good news for those with higher incomes who paid a premium for 
Medicare Part B. The City has followed the lead of NY State and reimbursed 
that amount in February. However, if that will continue this year is doubtful 
since health benefits are a main target of this administration. 
 
Please 
note that this is the correct number since a typo had it incorrect in the last 
blotter.  
 
A real bombshell, since the last meeting hit the internet. It was revealed that 
there had been a major security breach affecting the pension information of 
some 80,000 police department members, active and retired. 
 
Fortunately the perpetrator, a civilian employee of the pension bureau, was 
apprehended and it is claimed no damage had been done. (The info included SS 
numbers, bank account info, routing numbers and other vital facts.) The pension 
board has agreed to pay the cost of the company monitoring your accounts, 
which I believe will not be passed on to the members. Almost anything is 
possible, so guard your identity information very carefully.

Many of the U.S. Supreme Court opinions from the decade of the 1960s have made it 
difficult for law enforcement to do its job.  Yet the famous “Stop and Frisk” case, known 
as Terry v. Ohio, made our difficult job easier to do and has saved many a cop’s life. 

Protective Searches 

 In Terry v. Ohio, 1 which was decided by the United States Supreme Court in 1968, 
the Stop and Frisk was legalized and became a part of the lexicon of American law enforcement.  The 
need to protect the nation’s police officers, as well as the public, was finally recognized. Detective 
Martin McFadden, a thirty-nine year veteran of the Cleveland, Ohio Police Department, assigned to 
the downtown beat for thirty years, saw three men walking back and forth in front of the same store 
numerous times.  He testified that he suspected they were casing a stick-up.  The officer testified that he 
only patted the men down to see whether they had weapons; he did not put his hands beneath their 
outer garments until he felt guns on two of them. Recognizing the need to protect the officer, the court 
stated: Certainly it would be unreasonable to require that police officers take unnecessary risks in the 
performance of their duties. American criminals have a long tradition of armed violence, and every 
year in this country many law enforcement officers are killed in the line of duty, and thousands more 
are wounded. Striking a balance between those risks to our police officers, with the rights of our 
citizens, they went on to hold: 
 

Our evaluation of the proper balance that has to be struck in this type of case leads us to 
conclude that there must be a narrowly drawn authority to permit a reasonable search 
for weapons for the protection of the police officer, where he has reason to believe that he 
is dealing with an armed and dangerous individual, regardless of whether he has 
probable cause to arrest the individual for a crime. The officer need not be absolutely 
certain that the individual is armed; the issue is whether a reasonably prudent man in the 
circumstances would be warranted in the belief that his safety or that of others was in 
danger.   
 

Nowadays we teach our police officers to articulate what they saw, what they know and their 
experience.  Let the judge know why they took the actions they did.  If they are reasonable, and 
not merely based upon a cop’s hunch, they may support his actions .Thanks to Det. 
McFadden’s way of explaining his “cop’s hunch,” many a police officer in America found the 
perp’s gun before it was used against him.  Just give the court something to hang their hat on 
and they will protect you.

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UNDER-50 RETIREES POSE DI$ASTER THREAT

The city's pension system is collapsing under the w eight of payments it makes to more 
than 10,000 retired cops - all under the age of 50.  They represent a staggering 25 percent of 
the city's police-pension liability - which is expe cted to help push the total bill for retirees to 
$7.8 billion in four years, almost six times the am ount paid in 1997. "Right now, we are 
paying full retirement benefits to people in their 40s," Mayor Bloomberg cautioned. "As 
people are living longer, we simply can't afford to  do it forever. "Our pension system is one 
of those areas where spending has grown to an unaff ordable rate. And we simply have to 
find a way to rein it in."  

City figures show cops and firefighters actually li ve longer than other municipal workers. 
Uniformed city workers can start collecting after 2 0 years, while others have to wait until 
their normal retirement age. The pension time bomb is starkly illustrated by the fact that 
10,381 retired cops between 40 and 49 are now colle cting. In 1998, the city contributed $1.4 
billion - about 4 percent of its total budget - to cover obligations to the five pension funds 
for municipal workers. In 2000, pension contributio ns actually dropped to $700 million.  

But now the city's budget is taking a much bigger h it because of policies that pay 
thousands of retired uniformed service members half  or three-quarters salary for life. Last 
year, the city spent $5.6 billion for all of its pe nsions - 9 percent of the total city budget. By 
2013, the city is projected to be on the hook for a s much as $7.8 billion - 11 percent of the 
entire projected $70 billion budget - if the stock market does not recover by then.  

Fueling those numbers is the increasing projected l ife span of the Finest and Bravest. An 
average 42-year-old male firefighter has a life exp ectancy of 81, according to mortality 
tables from the New York City Office of the Actuary . A 42-year-old cop can expect to live to 
80. Because many cops and firefighters retire in th eir 40s, that means they might collect 40 
years of pension checks - topping $2 million apiece . In comparison, an average Paper-
pushing city clerk or traffic officer who is now 42  has a life expectancy of only 77 .  
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Study: 9/11 Lung Problems Persist  Years Later

NEW YORK (AP) — Researchers tracking Sept. 11 responders who became ill after working at the World 
Trade Center site found many had lung problems years later in a study the authors said proves persistent 
illness in people exposed to toxic dust caused by the twin towers' collapse. 
 The study by the Mount Sinai Medical Center's medical monitoring program examined more than 3,000 
responders between 2004 and 2007, repeating exams conducted between the middle of 2002 and 2004. 
 
Slightly more than 24 percent of the patients had abnormal lung function, the study found. In the earlier 
examinations, about 28 percent of the patients had similar results. "We know people we are following are still 
sick. It's confirming what we've been seeing clinically," said Dr. Jacqueline M. Moline, who treats ailing 
responders and co-authored the study. 
 
Experts have struggled since the 2001 attacks to find standards to define post-Sept. 11 illnesses and the time it 
would take to develop. The city's medical examiner recently added to the official victims' list a man who died in 
October of cancer and lung disease, citing his exposure to the dust cloud that enveloped the city when the 110-
story towers collapsed. Mount Sinai's program has treated more than 26,000 people who were at the site or 
worked there in the days after Sept. 11. The study's authors noted that participants asked to be enrolled in the 
program and may have more health problems than others who were exposed but didn't enroll. 
 
But Norman H. Edelman, chief medical officer of the American Lung Association, said the study is "probably 
an important finding" of long-term post-Sept. 11 illness. "The most reasonable explanation is that there's a 
subset of people who for whatever reason were more sensitive to the stuff that was inhaled," Edelman said. 
 
The researchers tracked 3,160 people who took follow-up exams between September 2004 and December 2007; 
all had previous exams at least 18 months earlier. The study appears in Thursday's editions of CHEST, a 
journal published by the American College of Chest Physicians. 
 
 

GOOD NEWS FOR RETIREES WHO GOT OUT ON ¾ PRIOR TO 01/01/2009 
TAXATION OF ACCIDENT DISABILITY RETIREMENT 

 
This procedure has now been finalized. The Accident Disability Pension based upon salary 3/4s of salary is not 
taxable. The taxable portions of Accident Disability Retirement (ADR) benefits paid to PPF members who 
retire on or after January 1, 2009 will be reflected in 1099s issued by the City in 2010.  
 
Specifically, the taxable portions of the ADR benefits are as follows: the portion of your annuity that is 
attributable to member contributions, whether or not those contributions were picked up under 414 (h); 
accumulated interest on all member contributions, whether or not those contributions were picked up; the 
ITHP after 20 years (Annuity value on ITHP) and the additional 1/60th benefit for years after 20. 
 
For those persons who retired prior to January 1, 2009, the City will pay $750,000 to the IRS. In return the IRS 
will not seek to impose any tax liability on pre-January 1, 2009 ADR retirees who did not receive 1099 forms in 
the past. In addition, the IRS will not seek to impose any tax liability on pre-January 1, 2009 police ADR 
retirees in the future. The IRS will not seek any penalties on the City or the retirement systems.

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Little-known benefit aids veterans of wars.  

Those who served during conflict are eligible for u p to 
$19,000 a year

A little-known veterans' benefit for long-term care  expenses is available to wartime 
veterans and their spouses. But the benefit is bein g overlooked by thousands of 
families, industry observers say. 
  
The Special Pension for Veterans' Aid and Attendanc e pays up to $1,644 a month, $19,736 
annually, toward assisted living, nursing homes or in-home care for veterans 65 and 
older who served at least 90 days and one day durin g wartime - stateside or overseas. 
Veterans and their spouses can receive up to $23,39 6 annually and spouses of deceased 
veterans, $12,681. Yet, an estimated $22 billion a year goes unclaimed, said Don Soard, 
a volunteer with Operation Veteran Aid in Oklahoma City. In 2007, only 134,000 seniors 
nationwide received the benefit, which was establis hed in 1952. "Literally hundreds of 
thousands don't even know about it," Soard said. "D ue to incomplete information, many 
disqualify themselves on income or assets or find t he paperwork too burdensome." 
  
Streamlined process 
 
Soard helps families complete the necessary forms, so that approval comes in four to 
six months. The process is streamlined for vets who  are blind or have memory issues and 
widows with medical needs, he said. Most applicants  qualify and payments are 
retroactive, Soard said. The few who are denied on excessive liquid assets can seek 
financial advice to qualify, he said. Soard started  his volunteer mission two years 
ago, following the deaths of two family members who  served in WWII. "If they'd known 
about this benefit, they'd have a much better quali ty of life in later years," he said. 
"Without it, many vets are forced to go on Medicaid ." 
 
Oklahoma  is one of nine states where the welfare program do esn't cover assisted 
living costs. Assisted living often can be an alter native to a nursing home when 24-
hour skilled care is not an absolute need, said Wil lie Ferguson, executive director of 
Legend at Rivendell in Oklahoma City. "But if someo ne just has Social Security and a 
small pension, it's not enough to live here," Fergu son said. 
  
According to a 2008 MetLife survey, assisted living  in Oklahoma averages $2,346 a 
month, while nursing homes cost $153 a day for a pr ivate room. Of 73 Legend residents, 
nine receive the veterans' special pension, includi ng Tom Bowen, 77, of Moore. "Until I 
toured this operation, I had no idea the benefit wa s available," said Bowen, a retired 
engineer technician from the Federal Aviation Admin istration who served stateside 
during the Korean Conflict. 
  
Bowen recently moved into the Legend facility follo wing several mini strokes and a 
diagnosis of short-term memory loss. "It's been pre tty hard trying to handle expenses 
on my own and being able to replace savings," said Marie Bowen, his wife of 57 years. 
Finding a nearby facility and learning about the sp ecial veterans' pension has been a 
godsend, she said.

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NYPD Feels Strain of Budget Cuts

Even after helping to dramatically reduce crime rates over the past decade and a half, the New York Police 
Department will not be able to escape significant budget cuts as the city experiences a fiscal crisis of historic 
proportions. According to Mayor Michael Bloomberg’s proposal, the NYPD � like every other city agency 
including education, parks, and social services � will lose about $1.5 billion over the next two years. No 
department firings have been announced yet. As Police Commissioner Raymond Kelly revealed on Feb. 10, the 
NYPD will reduce costs by eliminating the police academy class of 2010, which is comprised of about 1,000 
recruits. Kelly added that another round of budget reductions may result in layoffs of patrolmen, which has not 
happened since the 1970s. 
  
Officer James Harper of the NYPD 26th Precinct, which encompasses the Columbia campus, said, having as many 
officers as you can get is ideal, and the presence of police is a crime deterrent. The more of anything you have at 
your disposal, the better off you are, that ‘s obvious. But we will be able to make do with what we have.  Harper 
explained that crime rates are up only slightly in recent months. This is not a doomsday scenario, explained 
State Sen. Bill Perkins (D-30th District), who represents Morningside Heights and most of Harlem. He said he 
was not aware of impending layoffs, and that he was not privy to any NYPD plans that have not yet been 
announced. 
  
We have enjoyed success in recent years, and we hope that this action won leads to a reversal of that trend, 
Perkins said. While the mayor could have made other choices in terms of his budget, I don’t think we should 
automatically conclude that a bad economy means the crime rate will go up. I am no sociologist, but I would not 
leap to that conclusion.  
 
Yet some see the city is worsening economy and a police force already stressed by the demands of 
counterterrorism as a dangerous combination. The NYPD was already down to its lowest number of employees 
in more than decade before the financial crisis devastated the city budget. Commissioner Kelly announced that 
the police force will be no larger than 34,771 after July. 
  
Crime has not been a major issue in recent years because Commissioner Kelly has been=2 0able to camouflage 
personnel losses, and do more with less, but the NYPD may be nearing a point of no return,  Curtis Sliwa, 
founder of the Guardian Angels, a safety patrol group staffed by volunteers, said. A student of history knows that 
every time there is an economic downturn, there is an increase in crime. Whoever argues to the contrary is 
hopelessly wrong. Sliwa predicts that the NYPD might allow crime to rise in the outer boroughs, and try to turn 
Manhattan below 96th Street into a fortress.  
  
He also suggested that the Columbia campus may be particularly vulnerable to a rise in crime. People can try 
to come on to the campus and steal things. They‘re just going to try to lift, snatch and go, sell it cheap. Easy 
pickings; Security is going to have to be more vigilant.  
  
Local groups are already trying to fill a void which may be created if the NYPD loses manpower. Marjorie A. 
Cohen , executive director of the Westside Crime Prevention Program an Upper West Side-based community 
watch organization said, When there are fewer officers, it is important that they are deployed in the best way 
they can be. My group is trying to promote the idea that people can report crimes and unsafe conditions so the 
police have the right information on hand when they decide how to deploy officers.

Mayor Mike Bloomberg lays out plan for New York City budget

We are hopeful that the federal stimulus package will provide some help, but we cannot expect either 
the federal or state government to bail us out. We must ultimately take responsibility for balancing 
our own budget. As we ask agencies, including the Police and Fire Departments, to do more with less, 
we cannot afford to allow spending to go unchecked in two major areas: health care and pension 
benefits. Health care:  Our administration has proposed requiring city workers to pay 10% toward 
their health care coverage.  

Pensions. New York City offers full retirement benefits after only 20 years of service for uniformed 
workers. In this day and age, with people living longer, taxpayers cannot afford to continue hiring 
workers who will be able to collect full retirement benefits in their early 40s.We will honor pension 
obligations to all current workers and retirees. But for future heirs, it is time to begin bringing the 
system in line with reality. We would create a minimum retirement age for future heirs, which we 
would set at age 50 for uniformed workers. 
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Dear Police Pension Fund Member : 
 
 
On Friday, February 27, 2009, an employee of the Po lice Pension Fund (PPF) was swiftly 
arrested due to a security breach at our Disaster R ecovery Site (DRS). At the time of his 
arrest, this individual had in his possession certa in business records belonging to this 
Agency.  
 
These business records contained data about retired  and active members of the Police 
Pension Fund, specifically, data that may have incl uded personal information such as 
social security numbers, names, addresses and bank account data. Even though the 
property was recovered, we cannot assure you that t he information was not compromised. 
  
It is the responsibility of the Fund to inform you and explain what steps you may take to 
protect yourself from the possibility of identity t heft. In addition, undercover identities and 
undercover information WAS NOT compromised, as thei r data is not maintained at the DRS.  
 
Furthermore, anyone hired after May 2007 is not aff ected by this breach. All information 
after that date is encrypted and therefore not vuln erable. To help you protect personal 
information that this data may have contained, the Police Pension Fund has arranged for 
you to receive the Equifax Credit Watch product fre e of charge for one year. In order to 
initiate this credit protection, you must apply by June 15, 2009. This product is described in 
the enclosed literature. 
 
Whether or not you choose to take advantage of the offer from the PPF, we recommend that 
you read the enclosed consumer alert from the Feder al Trade Commission describing 
additional steps that you can take to protect yours elf against identity theft. The Police 
Pension Fund deeply regrets any inconvenience that you may experience due to this 
incident. If you have any questions, please contact  the Police Pension Fund call center at 
(212) 693� 2699, out of state residents may call our toll free  number at (866) 692-7733.

(ii) a pistol grip (see definition below),  

(iii) the ability to accept a detachable magazine o r a fixed magazine capacity of more than 5  
      rounds, and  

(iv) a shotgun with a revolving cylinder.

WHAT IS THE MEANING OF THE POLICE FLAG?  
 
 
The Police flag that flies outside Precincts and ot her Police Department buildings was first created 
in 1919. It bears five alternating green and white bars, representing the five boroughs of New York 
City; Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, Staten Island an d the Bronx. There are 24 white stars on a field 
of blue in the left corner of the flag. The blue fi eld represents the Police Department. Twenty-three 
of the stars represent the separate towns and villa ges that became part of New York City under the 
Consolidation that took place in 1899. The 24th sta r represents the City itself. Of those towns and 
villages that became part of New York City in 1899 (creating "Greater New York"), 18 had separate 
police departments that became part of the N.Y.P.D.  

 
 

WHAT DO THE SYMBOLS ON THE POLICE DEPARTMENT SHOULD ER PATCH AND POLICE 
OFFICER'S SHIELD MEAN ? 

 
 

The N.Y.P.D. patch was20adopted for the police unif orm in 1973. Both the patch and Police Officer's 
shield are modeled after the seal of New York City.  In the center of the patch are the scales of 
justice balanced on a bundle of rods or sticks with  an ax-blade at the top, all of which are tied 
together. This bundle is called a "fasces" and was carried by ancient Roman magistrates as a 
symbol of their official powers. Beneath this symbo l is an inverted "V," or chevron, that has five 
stars representing the five boroughs of the City. B eneath the chevron appears the seal of the Police 
Department.  
 
The Department seal appears on both the shoulder pa tch and the police officer's shield. Two figures ap pear 
on the left and right of the center. On the left si de is the image of a British sailor (representing t he English 
influence on New York's history). The sailor is hol ding a "sounding-lead" on a rope. This device was u sed to 
test the depth of the river while navigating ships.  The figure on the right of the center of the shiel d is a native-
American, holding a bow. This figure represents the  natives that lived in the New York area when the D utch 
colonists first arrived in the 16th century. In the  center of the seal is a shield-shape with the cros sed arms of a 
windmill on it that represents the Dutch heritage o f the City. Between the crossed arms of the windmil l appear 
two beavers and two barrels. These represent the na tive animals and plant products (like corn and toba cco) of 
the region that supported the new colonists. Above the central shield-shape appears an eagle, represen ting 
the federal government of America established with the declaration of Independence in 1776. The Eagle rests 
upon a hemisphere that represents the "New World."  

 
 

SPRING 3100 IS THE NAME OF THE N.Y.P.D.'S MAGAZINE.   
WHAT DOES THE NAME MEAN ? 

 
 
When the N.Y.P.D. decided to create and publish a m agazine in 1930, they held a competition to 
name it. The winning entry was the telephone exchan ge number for the old Police Headquarters 
building on Centre Street. This number has become a  symbol not only of the magazine but also of 
the N.Y.P.D. As such, it is sometimes used when a p hotograph of a shield, squad car or other piece 
of equipment is shown in Department publications.

That means that everyone who took a firearms course with the understanding that they were being qualified 
for HR-218, whether or not it was by a private instructor, a retired or even an active NYPD range officer, a 
federal agency or a security guard employer, the course of fire WAS NOT VALID for HR-218 certification. 
Until the state of New York changes its mind, only the NYPD can certify retirees for HR-218 and they have 
said, 
 

"NO ONE, NO WAY"!
