The New York City Police Department yesterday
commemorated the 100th anniversary of the line-of-
duty death of NYPD Lt. Joseph Petrosino with a

Park on Kenmare Street in Manhattan.

When he joined the Police Department in 1883,
Petrosino was the city's shortest officer, at 5-fdeB.
Police Commissioner Theodore Roosevelt personally
promoted him to Sergeant of Detectives in 1895.

While investigating anarchists in the United States
Petrosino warned President William McKinley of
threats against his life; however, the warning wasot
heeded and McKinley was assassinated in 1901.

Under Petrosino's leadership, several thousand arsts
were made, and more than 500 offenders were sent to
prison. Crimes against Italian-Americans dropped by
50 percent. But Petrosino was killed while on
assignment to Palermo, Sicily.

NYPD's first Italian-American detective honored

NEW YORK - New York City is paying tribute to a tur n-of-the-century police detective
killed in a mob hit in Italy. NYPD Lieutenant Joseph Petrosino was the city's first

[talian-American detective.

In the late 1800s, he formed an undercover team tod New York's Little Italy
neighborhood of a group called "the black hand" tha terrorized residents. The name
referred to a black ink palm-print on paper that came with a demand for money.

Petrosino was killed when he went to Sicily to inwstigate the organization's roots.
Commissioner Raymond Kelly says Petrosino's work seusly curbed New York crime.
The commissioner spoke at a wreath-laying ceremonyhursday. A new park in Little
Italy is named for the lieutenant.

"We've got a Department of Citywide Administrative Services, and two separate departments for city
records and payrolls. Let's merge them all into og," she said. "And right now, we have a dedicated
pension system for just a small number of non classom Department of Education employees. We
should fold that pension system into the larger pesion system that covers other civilian employees.
It'll save tens of millions of dollars, without touching pension benefits."

VA To Offer Health Care to Previously Ineligible Veterans

WASHINGTON — The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) announced today plans to resper
enrollment in its health care system by July 20090t about 265,000 veterans whose incon
exceed current limits “We’re pleased to be able to offer what has beeaalled ‘the best car
anywhere’ to many more new veterans,” said Dr. JangeB. Peake, Secretary of Veterans Affair
“We’ll be able to provide these newly enrolled vetens with the kind of timely, high quality
health care veterans who already use our system aaecustomed to.”

The change affects veterans whose incomes exceed turrent VA means test and geograph
means test income thresholds by 10 percent or les€ongress provided funds in VA'’s fiscalyear
2009 budget to support the new enrollment. In 1996Congress established a prioritybasec
enrollment system for VA and a uniform package of radical benefits for all enrollees. Th
legislation opened enrollment in VA's health care ystem to all eligble veterans and requirec
that each year the Secretary of Veterans Affairs &®ss veterans’ demand for services a
determine if the necessary resources are available provide timely, quality care to all enrollees
Enroliment for the lowest priority of the eight groups—veterans who are not being compensat
for a military-related disability and who have incomes above a set thresholdwas suspended ¢

were permitted to remain enrolled. VA originally suspended enriment for Priority 8 veterans
because it was unable to provide all enrolled vetans with timely access to its health care due
a tremendous growth in the number of veterans therseeking enrollment. VAnow plans tc
reopen enrollment for a portion of these veterans ithout compromising the Department’s
ability to provide high quality health care services to all enrolled veterans who are eligible fc
careVA's computer systems are being modified to aommodate the changes, and tt
Department is preparing communication and educationmaterials to ensure that Congres
veterans service organizations, and the public araware of the coming changes. “The rule w
take effect by June 30, 2009, if the regulatorprocess proceeds smoothly,” Peake said. “We la
forward to welcoming these newly eligible veteransnto the VA system.

Of the remaining $15,000 out of
pocket expenses***

GHI would minus the $4,000 deductible and then GHIlwould send you a check for $11,000.
(Maximum bengefit lifetime per family $250,000)

***Please be advised that if GHI does not make anl@wance for services rendered, that specific
service will not be included in the calculation forcatastrophic coverage.

The second partof the DEA catastrophic benefit is when you receesthe catastrophic payment from
GHI, send the statement showing the $4,000 deducktowas met to the DEA and then the DEA will
issue you a check for $3,000.

In Michigan v. Long the court applied the principles Bérry in the context of a vehicular roadside encourtiirsy:

The search of the passenger compartment of an autarile, limited to those areas in which a weapon may
be placed or hidden, is permissible if the policefficer possesses a reasonable belief basedspecific and
articulable facts which, taken together with the tianal inferences to be drawn from those facts, seaably
warrant the officer in believing that the suspect is dangeus and the suspect may gain immediate control
of weapons.

The court inLongtook that language right out @&rry v. Ohio Let's see what those facts were.

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CITY 'SLAP' AT 9/11 UNIFORMED HEROES

The city has asked a judge to toss out 9/11 clairby 4,600 cops, firefighters, and paramedics, argugn
the "uniformed" personnel are not entitled to workplace protection under state labor laws. The legal
maneuver has infuriated Ground Zero responders, whealled the city's move "a slap in the face.”

New York's Bravest and Finest fought smoldering fies at Ground Zero, dug for human remains and
guarded the toxic disaster site for months, the gitsays. But they don't get the same protections as
manual laborers, mechanics and other "working men,"the city contends. "The uniformed plaintiffs
do not fall within the class of employees entitletb the protections of the labor law,"” city lawyer James
Tyrrell argues in a motion filed in Manhattan federal court.

Uniformed workers make up half of about 9,000 cityemployees, construction workers and others who
have filed suits against the city in the World Tra@ Center cleanup. If the city gets its way, NYPD ah
Port Authority cops, firefighters and EMTs would also be dismissed from claims against the city's
WTC contractors.

But a lawyer for the workers, Paul Napoli, said thecity's motion would unfairly "deprive uniformed
service workers of basic occupational safety and bB#h under established New York law.” "I'm
furious," said ex-detective Mike Valentin, 45, whoretired on disability from the NYPD in 2007 with
severe lung disease and other ailments. He carri@® oxygen tank, sleeps with a machine that helps
him breathe, and was recently diagnosed with kidnegisease.

"There is a special place in hell reserved for MikeBloomberg," said Valentin, a father of three who
launched the 9/11 Police Aid Foundation to help o#r ill and struggling responders. "The callous
indifference shown by the mayor enrages me. It's \dly sad that the city is protecting the contractos
more than its unformed services."

RETIRE "20-&-OUT' RULE, EX-COPS SAY

"In the beginning it might seem generous, but thapension is locked in for life. It doesn't grow mucki'
Bailey said. "If you go out and find a decent job hat pays $50,000 you don't have to worry." He
predicted that Bloomberg's proposal would become eeality, especially since the city is projected tbe
on the hook for as much as $7.8 billion 11 percemtf the entire projected $70 billion budget by 2013.
"If you go to most major metropolitan cities now, they've all already moved to it," he said of raising
the retirement requirement beyond the current 20 yars. "I guarantee the city gets it in three or four
years. They will squeeze. The unions used to be periul; now they are nothing."

There are 10,381 retired NYPD officers between 40nd 49 now collecting pensions. The average
pension is $43,000, not including a $12,000 supplent known as a "Christmas bonus" distributed
every December, for regular non disability serviceretirees under age 50. Bloomberg's proposal,
which is the subject of negotiations with the Munipal Labor Committee and legislators in Albany,
would affect only future officers, firefighters and other workers not yet hired.

Mayor Bloomberg is setting his sites on the pensisnenjoyed by New York's finest."Right now, we

are paying full retirement benefits to people in tleir 40s," said Mayor Bloomberg, reported the New
York Post. "As people are living longer, we simplycan't afford to do it forever. "Our pension system
is one of those areas where spending has grown to anaffordable rate. And=2 Owe simply have to
find a way to rein it in."

It turns out that the men and women in blue represet a quarter of the city's pension obligations, wit
more than 10,000 ex-cops under the age of 50 cotiag full benefits. According to the New York City
Office of the Actuary, a 42-year-old cop can expedb live to be 80. Because so many cops retire in
their forties, the city could be on the hook for agnuch as $2 million in pension payments for one
officer.

In fact, the city claims that cops and firemen bothhave longer life expectancies than your standard
municipal desk jockey. Patrick Lynch, the Patrolmen's Benevolent Associatin president said he
finds this hard to believe. "It defies logic to suggest that police officers hee a longer actuarial life
expectancy than the city's civilian employees in faess stressful jobs,” he said. "Clearly, it is inthe
city's interest to show a longer life expectancy fopolice," Lynch said, calling the city's analysisan
"attempt to cheapen pension benefits for future pate officers.” With the city swimming in red ink,
Bloomberg is considering lightening New York's pensn obligations by requiring cops to put in at
least 25 years -- as opposed to the current 20-yeminimum -- and be at least 50 before hanging up
their badges.

ALBANY - Gov. Paterson's plans to scale back gold-p  lated public-employee pensions could
save the state $48.5 billion over the next 30 years , according to analysis released
yesterday. The figure includes roughly $16.3 billio  n in projected savings for New York City
over the same time period and $200 million next yea  r alone.

Paterson would achieve the savings by creating a ne w, less-generous retirement tier,
raising the minimum retirement age and banning over time "spiking," in which workers run

up hours in their final years to boost pension payo uts. "The changes | have proposed will
continue to deliver a secure retirement for pension ers, but at a more affordable cost to
taxpayers," Paterson said.

"We must use our current fiscal crisis as an opport unity to make smart choices today that
will pay big dividends in the future." In recent we eks, The Post has spotlighted how
pension abuses have inflated the pensions of firefi ghters and others, and cost city
taxpayers hundreds of millions of dollars.

Paterson initially pitched his pension fix in Decerber as part of a plan to close the state's $14 bdh
budget gap, but public-employee unions have rejealehe proposals. "It's just not a good way to have
to manage when you have different classes of empéms based solely on when they were hired," said
Stephen Madarasz of CSEA.

Cop Anthony Senft in '82 bombing is cheered

Twenty-seven years after he was gravely injured wha defusing a bomb, retired NYPD detective
Anthony Senft remembers every moment leading up téhe explosion. He held students rapt at a
Bronx award ceremony Saturday as he told of getting call from police headquarters on New Year's
Eve 1982. A bomb had exploded at 26 Federal Plaza lower Manhattan, and Senft andpartner
Salvatore Pastorellawere soon at the courthouse to defuse two dynamiteombs. "When you are
standing over eight sticks of dynamite, you startd hyperventilate,” Senft said at the Villa Maria
Academy while presenting "Breakfast of Champions" avards to students in a physical fitness
program.

"My partner kneeled down. | bent over. | heard the explosion,” Senft recalled. "And that is the last

thing | remembered for five years." Senft, 62, of Bhemia, L.I., was blown 15 feet into the air. He
broke his hip, lost his right eye and had to have ik face reconstructed. His partner was also badly
wounded in the bombing by the Puerto Rican guerrik group FALN.

Yet Senft, who retired from the NYPD in December after 36 years, considers himself lugk "That

horrible, horrible night was actually my lucky night because | survived,” he said, before receiving a
thunderous standing ovation.

THE N.Y.P.D. OFFICIAL MOTTO IS "FIDELIS AD MORTEM."
WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

The N.Y.P.D. official motto (translated from Latin) is "Faithful Unto Death." The motto first appeared on the
Flag of Honor that was presented to the N.Y.P.D. by the grateful citizens of New York City in 1872 for
preserving the peace of the City and suppressing th e Civil War draft riots in 1863, as well

as the religious/political Orange Riot in 1871.

WHEN WAS THE FIRST PATROL GUIDE ISSUED?

When the N.Y.P.D. was officially created in July of 1845, the first Chief, George W. Matsell, wrote an d
published a guide for the new force entitled, "Rule s and Regulations of the Day and Night Police of th e City of
New York with Instructions as to the Legal Powers a  nd Duties of Policemen." This small 75 page book th  at

policemen kept in their back pocket listed numerous laws and ordinances and described how to protect | ife
and property in various situations. The Regulations also instructed policemen to suppress crime before it
occurred by being vigilant at all times. This was t he first publication of its kind and evolved to its present
form.

WHEN DID AFRICAN-AMERICANS FIRST ENTER THE N.Y.P.D. ?

In 1891, the City of Brooklyn Police appointed Wile y G. Overton as the first pre-consolidation African -
American policeman. In 1914, the N.Y.P.D. appointed Samuel J. Battle as the first African-American
policeman. In 1920, the N.Y.P.D. appointed Lawon R . Bruce as the first African-American policewoman.

WHEN DID THE N.Y.P.D. FIRST APPOINT HISPANIC POLICE OFFICERS?

In 1896, George Garcia was appointed as the first H ispanic police officer.

WHEN DID THE FIRST WOMEN ENTER THE N.Y.P.D.?

On October 6, 1891, in response to requests from re  form groups to have personnel to transport and sear ch
female arrestees and prisoners, the N.Y.P.D. appoin ted the first four Police Matrons. In 1918, the tit  le of Police
woman was created and the first six officers were a  ppointed.

HOW MANY POLICE OFFICERS HAVE BEEN KILLED IN THE LI NE-OF-DUTY?

The first recorded police officer's death in the li ne-of-duty was in 1854. As of this publication, 580 police
officers have been killed in the line-of-duty.

HOW MANY POLICE COMMISSIONERS HAVE THERE BEEN?

In 1901, a single Police Commissioner began to be appointed. Prior to that time, a board of up to fou r
Commissioners was appointed to oversee Department o perations. Police Commissioner Bernard B. Kerik is
the 40th Police Commissioner of the City of New Yor k.

WHEN WERE DETECTIVES FIRST APPOINTED BY THE N.Y.P.D.?

In 1882, the Detective Bureau was formally created. Prior to that time, the Department used undercover
officers, dressed in civilian clothes called "shado ws" to infiltrate crowds at parades and public even ts and
arrest pickpockets and cutpurses.

8 accorded Officer of the Month honors on Staten Is land

STATEN ISLAND, N.Y. -- For taking down armed and dangerous career criminals, and getting five
guns off the street, they've absolutely earned thtitle of "Cop of the Month." Eight officers hailing
from all three of Staten Island's police precinctsvere lauded for their heroics last year in a ceremny
in the Advance's Grasmere office yesterday afternao

Assistant Chief Stephen Paragallothe borough's top cop, said the efforts of the ght officers, and
their colleagues, were instrumental in helping drie down crime on the Island in 2008. "Two thousand
and eight was a very difficult year for us. We hada surge of crime in the midpoint of the year,"
Paragallo said. "We were able to bring that surge ad increase down to a 2 percent decrease, and
we've been able to continue that momentum into theew year."

In October, Sgt. Joseph Galloof Bulls Head and Officers Daniel Ricciardi of New Springville and
Patricia Mullane of Tottenville, all of the 123rd Precinct, busted a reputed mobster who police say had
just pistol-whipped a homeowner in Charleston as p& of a home invasion robbery. The three officers
were assigned to the precinct's youth van on Oct12when they heard a call over the police radio that
a man had been shot. In fact, the man had been beat with the butt of a pistol and robbed by four
men.

The officers saw a car that matched the descriptioof the getaway vehicle, and when the car wouldn't
pull over and struck Ricciardi, they followed, andmanaged to arrest the driver, a reputed Gambino
associate and convicted killer, and recover his gun

On Nov. 28, Lt. Patrick Perry of Tottenville and officers Nicholas Norris of St. George andJose
Tabora of New Brighton, all of the 122nd Precinct tracked down a career criminal who broke into a
house in Rossville and attacked its owner, a reticeofficer, only to end up shot in the side duringhe
attempt. As he fled, the suspect ran his car intde retired officer, breaking his leg.

Lt. Perry and Officers Norris and Tabora were assiged to their precinct's satellite conditions team &
the time. The call first came over as a reported sioting of a retired officer, and the trio committedthe
suspect's description to memory. They found the spect and his car, and after a short foot chase,
arrested him and recovered some stolen goods andstgun.

Finally, on Dec. 30,0fficers Michael Smith of Dongan Hills andRichard Ortiz of Brooklyn were out
on patrol as part of the 120th Precinct's Street Narcotics Enforcement Unitwwhen they noticed a car
driving erratically on Grandview Avenue. They pulled the vehicle over, and noticed ammo on the
floor, then questioned the driver, who admitted tohaving three shotguns in the trunk. The officers
"tactically retrieved" the guns, and arrested the diver and his passenger, both of whom hailed from
